Trustee Jones asked for clarity on the difference in the taxation for the 2019 tax year being 105% Vs. being 104% of the amount for 2018. Mr. Kasperek explained that with Illinois State Law, the town board would have to hold a public hearing if it’s more than 105%. The township passes resolutions on the tax levy’s every year to prevent from having a hearing. Mr. Kasperek gives examples in more details.
